We have a couple of good news announcements this month: 
 

1. PROVIDENCE/ENTERPRISE COMMUNITY FAIR! On Saturday, August 11, 2007 
Providence and Enterprise will be hosting a Community Fair beside the Sojourner Truth 
Community Center (501 North Galvez). Free school supplies will be available, as well as 
information and services on: housing, education, health care, employment, finance, youth 
programs, and seniors programs. It starts at 11:00 am and ends at 3:00 pm. There will 
also be music and entertainment, food and drink, and arts and crafts.

2. HUD/HANO Expected to Extend Vouchers Until June 200 8. On Monday, July 

23rd the Times-Picayune reported that “The Bush administration is expected to extend 
rental assistance to June 2008 for more than 11,000 families displaced from public 
housing by Hurricane Katrina and Rita.” The HUD extension applies to any family that 
had been living in HUD-subsidized housing before the storms. Providence and 
Enterprise, along with many others, have long been advocating for this extension, and 
we’re very happy that HUD has responded. If you have any questions you can contact 
HANO directly at 504-670-3392.
